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For the 2014 Enterprise Zone Program, all Job Creation Grants received 100% of their qualifying grant
applications and Real Property Investment Grants were pro-rated at 69% of their requests. The General
Assembly for 2015 has set aside $11.9 million in potential grant funding, which is the same amount as the

previous year. As in years past, if there is a funding shortfall, grant awards will be pro-rated, fully
funding JCGs first and RPIGs secondly.
