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REGULAR WORK SESSION OF THE FARMVILLE TOWN COUNCIL  
HELD ON NOVEMBER 6, 2019 

 
 At the regular work session of the Farmville Town Council held on Wednesday, 

November 6, 2019, at 11:00 a.m., in the Council Chamber of the Town Hall, located at 116 

North Main Street, Farmville, Virginia, there present were Mayor David E. Whitus, presiding 

and Council members G.C. Cole, D.L. Hunter, B.R. Vincent, T.M. Pairet, D.L. Dwyer, A.D. 

Reid and J.J. Davis. 

 The Town Staff present were Interim Town Manager, C. Scott Davis and Clerk of 

Council, Lisa Hricko. 

 Mayor Whitus called the meeting to order and stated that Mr. Davis, Interim Town 

Manager, had a few items to present before the Council convenes in closed session. 

 Mr. Davis, Interim Town Manager, said last year the Town hosted three (3) employees 

holiday luncheons, at three different locations (public works building, bus shop and town hall). 

He said it was brought to his attention to look at returning to the Town hosting an employee 

holiday dinner for this year, 2019. The Interim Town Manager said he wanted to get the 

employees' input on having a holiday luncheon or dinner. He asked the supervisors to poll their 

employees, asking which they preferred. He also provided the Council with a cost history 

comparison of hosting the dinner versus the luncheons. He said the vast majority of employees 

preferred the luncheon. Adding, that if the Council agreed to host a holiday luncheon, he would 

suggest that one event be held at the Sports Arena, on Friday, December 20, 2019, from 11:30 

a.m. – 1:00 p.m. 

EMPLOYEE HOLIDAY LUNCHEON 

 On a motion by Mr. Davis, seconded by Mr. Pairet and with all Council members voting 

“aye,” the motion was approved for the Town to host an employee holiday fellowship luncheon 

at the Sports Arena on Friday, December 20, 2019, the event is floating from 11:00 a.m. through 

2:00 p.m.  

BACKGROUND: Mr. Davis, the Interim Town Manager, stated that several departments 

asked if the Town could close from 11:30 a.m. – 1:00 p.m., so all employees could eat lunch 

together. The Interim Town Manager noted that staffing would remain in essential departments. 

 The Council questioned if the cost breakdown for the luncheon included the labor cost for 

closing the Town for an hour and a half.  The Interim Town Manager stated it didn’t, but he 
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would provide that information. Conversations continued on the holiday luncheon versus dinner. 

It was agreed that if the Council chose for the Town to host the holiday dinner, there would be no 

drawings or “Santa” - the occasion is about fellowship. Mayor Whitus suggested that the Town 

also no longer purchase hams, and those funds could be used towards the employee holiday 

meal. Members expressed their agreement, yet there was concern regarding closing the Town for 

an employee holiday luncheon.  

 Mayor Whitus announced the closed session. 

CLOSED SESSION – PERSONNEL 

 On motion by Mr. Davis, seconded by Mr. Hunter and with all Council members voting 

“aye,” the motion was approved for the Farmville Town Council to convene in closed meeting 

pursuant to the Code of Virginia, in accordance with the provisions of paragraph A.1 of Section 

2.2-3711, discuss assignment with the Interim Town Manager; and paragraph A.1 of Section 2.2-

3711, discussion in regards to prospective candidates for the executive search of a Town 

Manager. 

 On the motion by Mr. Davis, seconded by Mr. Hunter, the Council returned to the regular 

order of business.
